Diploma Requirements for students entering grade nine in 1999 and thereafter:
Under the regulations of the Ministry, any student is required to achieve 30 credits in order to receive the OSSD.  In order for a student to receive an SDCH diploma, he/she must meet all the Ministry requirements and in addition, must complete two Bible courses ** and the Challenge and Change in Society * course (counted as Ministry courses) for a total of 30 credits.

The following is a list of the compulsory credits:
· 4 English (1 credit per grade)

· 1 French-as-a-second-language

· 3 Mathematics (at least 1 credit in Grade 11, 12)

· 2 Science



· 1 Canadian Geography

· 1 Canadian History

· 1 Arts

· 1 Physical and Health Education

· ½ Civics 

· ½ Career Studies

· 1 of English, a third language, Social Science* or Canadian and World Studies or guidance and career education, or cooperative education
· 1 of Grade 11, 12 Science, or Grade 9 - 12 Technology, or cooperative education

· 1 of Physical Education, Music, Art, Drama, or Business/Entrepreneurial Studies, or cooperative education
· 2 Bible**

Two additional diploma requirements for the OSSD are 40 hours of community involvement, and successful completion of a high school literacy test, to be administered in the student's grade 10 year.

Program Selection

It is the responsibility of each student to ensure that he/she is earning credits that will satisfy the demands of his/her diploma requirements and post-secondary school plans. The Guidance Department is available to help in this process. 

Students and parents should consider the following when choosing courses:

· Develop God’s gifts in all areas of life: physical, emotional, spiritual and academic.

· Consider diploma requirements according to compulsory requirements and total number of credits required.

· Remember that many subjects build on a foundation of knowledge and have prerequisites.

· Consider the admission requirements of post-secondary educational institutions.

· Consider the interests, aptitudes and abilities the student has displayed in the past in certain subjects.
