Diploma Requirements :
Under the regulations of the Ministry, any student entering grade 9 in September, 1999 and thereafter, is required to achieve 30 credits in order to receive the OSSD.  In order for a student to receive an SDCH diploma, he/she must meet all the Ministry requirements and in addition, must complete two Bible courses ** and a Society Challenge and Change course * (counted as Ministry elective courses) for a total of 30 credits.

· 1 French-as-a-second-language

· 3 Mathematics (at least 1 credit in Grade 11, 12)

· 2 Science

Making Choices in Grades 9 and 10:

In disciplines such as the arts, health and physical education, and business studies, all students will take the same type of course, called an open course.  In the core subjects, however, students will now be able to choose between two different types of courses - academic and applied.  Academic and applied courses will give students the opportunity to experience two different ways of learning: academic courses draw more heavily on theory and abstract examples and problems, while applied courses focus more on practical applications and concrete examples. 

Academic Courses: In an academic course, you will learn the essential concepts of a subject and explore related material as well.  Although your knowledge and skills in the subject will be developed through both theory and practical applications, the emphasis will be on theory and abstract thinking as a basis for future learning and problem solving.

Applied Courses:  An applied course covers the essential concepts of a subject.  Knowledge and skills will be developed through both theory and practical applications, but the focus will be on practical applications.  In applied courses, familiar, real-life situations will be used to illustrate ideas, and you will be given more opportunities to experience hands-on applications of the concepts you study.
Please Note: Students in grade 9 who successfully complete courses in either the academic or the applied stream, will be prepared for either the academic or applied course in the same subject in grade 10. In grade 10, the academic stream will prepare students for the university stream and the applied will prepare students for the college stream.
EDUCATIONAL PLANNING AT SDCH:

Your guidance counsellor will present your course selection sheets to you annually and will help you in your choices.
