Application Fee: varies
Although there is no specific deadline or date by which the application must be sent, it is a good idea to apply early.  Many Christian colleges offer fee waivers for their application if the application is completed/mailed before Christmas.  The earlier you apply, the better chance you have of being considered for scholarships, financial aid packages and obtaining the residence you desire.

May 25,  2010

The latest date by which all secondary students shall expect a response from an Ontario university.

May 28,  2010

The earliest date by which universities may require a response to an offer of admission from an Ontario secondary school student.

All applications must be received at OCAS on or before this date to be given equal consideration by the colleges. Earliest Release of offers by the colleges to all the applicants.
May 3, 2010

Applicants must confirm their acceptance of an offer of admission to their chosen college through OCAS.

June 15, 2010

Earliest date that colleges will expect payment of tuition fees.
